DRESSING ROOMS and BACKSTAGE 

• Two (2) clean lockable dressing rooms (1 for females) (1 for males) with adequate lighting. 
• Two (2) mirrors (1 for each dressing room). 
• Eight (8) chairs (4 for each dressing room). 
• Adequate security to ensure safety for the performers and their belongings during the entire 

stay at the venue. 
• Case of bottled water for performers. 
• A clean backstage restroom with working toilet and stocked toilet paper. 
• A running water source and sink stocked with soap, hand towels or hand dryer. 

PARKING - Three (3) Parking spaces to accommodate one bus (if applicable), one cargo van and one car. 
These must be as close as possible to artist entrance at no charge to cast and crew, from such time cast 
and crew arrive at venue. (Exact times TBA) 

CATERING 

• (1) Tray consisting of some veggies, fruit, meats and bread rolls for production crew during 
sound check and load in. This tray should be placed at approx. 3-4 pm. Napkins, clean cups and 
utensils should be included. 

• Quarts or liters of soda (2 x Pepsi or coke) (7-up or sprite) 
• Alcohol if allowed by the venue – 2 (6) packs of beer (Corona or Heineken, and one bottle of 

brandy or cognac ½ liter) 

HOTEL/LODGING/MEAL – if applicable 

• Five or six (TBD) hotel rooms booked for the full duration of stay. Hotel rooms should be in close 
proximity to the performance venue and should be 3 stars and above with an excellent guest 
rating. 

• Breakfast at the hotel the day of the show needs to be covered by the buyer. 
• hot meals for cast and tour crew following sound check (menu to be discussed) (6 people) on 

site or at the hotel.  If not available, please provide a per diem of $30 per person to cover cost.
