
Hospitality rider

Specific beverages: 1 case water, 1 case Michelob Ultra, 6 pack Blueberry Red Bull, 6 pack pack Bud Light Lime, all chilled and on ice.

· Specific foods: Light meal available before show for 8 people and/or various fruit, vegetable 
and, meat and cheese trays available.

Transportation: Must be available if needed from hotel to venue for band & equipment trailer.

· Hotel Rooms: Four rooms, (non-smoking-3 Star or above) one with a king size bed and 3 
other rooms with double beds, close to performance site.

Secured air conditioned locking dressing rooms with separate air conditioned dressing room for female vocalist, or, parking accommodations and hook-ups provided by venue located closest to the performer 
stage area for one 35 Foot Motor Home & one 12 Foot Equipment Trailer.

· Security personnel for lead singer as security & escort to and from any areas includes security 
at stage areas during shows as available.
Technical rider  
Piano: Optional (if specified by Artist)
Sound

Sound system, 'a professional quality 3 or 4 way active system', frequency response (e.g., 20 Hz-22 kHz) and power , and a professional sound engineer to be provided by venue.

Sound desk—;minimum 16 channel . One feed for recording.

Outboard—effects, compressors as needed for quality sound in venue

Channel/input list—7 drum mics, three corded mics, two cordless mics, two guitars, one bass,  keyboard/fiddle/horn/harmonica, one line in

Monitor requirements—8 wedge monitors or three way side fill monitors with a separate drum monitor. A monitor desk, graphic EQs and a monitor engineer is to be provided by the venue.
Lighting

Depending on the size of the production this can vary between 'provide a front wash and x kW of back lighting' to specific lighting plots of equipment
Backline
Backline provided by performing artists while performing in the USA.  A keyboard may be requested from time to time depending on venue.

Risers—drum riser. (if available)
Other

Crew—two stagehands provided by venue for set-up/tear down and tuning (if available)

· Stage-If outside, stage must be covered and include having multiple outlets for equipment.
· Artist is to receive a complementary copy of any recordings/videos/photos made by venue 
during performance of AMRF.
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
